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Bosnia: Ex-Commander Is Cleared

A United Nations appeals court in The Hague cleared the former commander of Bosnian Muslim forces in Srebrenica, Naser Oric, left, of war crimes against Serbs. Mr. Oric, 41, a hero to Bosnian Muslims but vilified by Serbs, had been sentenced in 2006 to two years in prison by the International Criminal Tribunal for the Former Yugoslavia for crimes committed by his forces during Bosnia’s 1992-95 war. The appeals court said prosecutors had failed to prove a link between him and the crimes committed by his subordinates. 
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
