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The Hague: U.S. Testimony Sought

Radovan Karadzic, the former Bosnian Serb president accused of war crimes and genocide, asked the United Nations war crimes tribunal in The Hague in a letter Wednesday to summon former senior American diplomats to be questioned about his claims of a secret deal that was supposed to insulate him from prosecution. Among those whose sworn testimony he is seeking are Madeleine K. Albright, the secretary of state at the time, and Richard C. Holbrooke, the American diplomat who helped negotiate peace in the Balkans. Mr. Karadzic has contended that he and Mr. Holbrooke agreed that there would be no prosecution if Mr. Karadzic disappeared from public life. Mr. Holbrooke has denied making such a deal.
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
