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The Hague: Dispute on Defense

In his third court appearance since being arrested in Serbia in July, the former Bosnian Serb leader Radovan Karadzic persisted Wednesday in his demand to conduct his own defense in his trial on charges of genocide, crimes against humanity and war crimes during the early 1990s. Judge Iain Bonomy of the United Nations war crimes tribunal in The Hague urged Mr. Karadzic to enlist defense lawyers, given the enormousness of the workload. Prosecutors said they would present a revised indictment of Mr. Karadzic in the next few days. No trial date has been set. 
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
