Bosnian peace envoy lifts sanctions against ex-Serb Democratic Party leader 
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[Presenter] [Bosnia-Hercegovina] High Representative Valentin Inzko has lifted sanctions against former SDS [Serb Democratic Party] chairman Dragan Kalinic. The decision also relates to another three people who were removed from their posts mid-2004, Savo Krunic, Jovo Kozmajac and Nemanja Vasic. The lifting of sanctions does not affect any legal proceedings which may be conducted against these persons. Also, by this decision the cited individuals are not returning to the posts held prior to their removal. 

The OHR [Office of the High Representative] statement says that the High Representative will not hesitate in removing these or any other individuals for whom it is established that they are obstructing the implementation of the [Dayton] peace agreement, cooperation with the Hague tribunal or offering assistance to persons accused of war crimes. 

Since the review process began sanctions have been lifted in 52 individual cases.
