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Cambodia: U.S. Pledges Funds to Khmer Rouge Tribunal

The United States pledged $1.8 million on Tuesday to help support a trial of surviving leaders of the Khmer Rouge, who have been widely held responsible for the deaths of 1.7 million people from 1975 to 1979. It is the first donation from the United States, which has held back because of concerns about corruption at the tribunal, which is being administered by the United Nations and Cambodia. Deputy Secretary of State John D. Negroponte, on a visit to Phnom Penh, said the money would go to the United Nations side. The Cambodian prime minister, Hun Sen, said of the donation: “This agreement to fund is like the pregnancy of an elephant. The elephant is pregnant so long, when it finally gives birth you hope it will be a very good baby elephant.” 
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
