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Cambodia: 4 Convicted in 1996 Killings

Four former Khmer Rouge rebels were convicted of murder on Tuesday and sentenced to up to 20 years in prison for their involvement in the deaths of a British mine clearing expert, Christopher Howes, and his Cambodian interpreter, Houn Hourth, in 1996. The two men were killed near the temple complex of Angkor in northwest Cambodia. The Khmer Rouge regime was responsible for the deaths of 1.7 million people from 1975 to 1979. After its ouster, the Khmer Rouge continued a guerrilla war until 1998. Five senior leaders of the regime are awaiting trial. They are the first defendants to be brought to a courtroom in connection with the mass deaths. 
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
