Congo: Ex-Rebels in Army Are Accused of Now Looting, Raping and Killing
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Rebels who became part of the Congolese Army under a peace deal are looting, and raping and killing the civilians they are meant to protect, United Nations military commanders said Monday. Since a peace agreement was signed in 2003, about 16,600 rebel fighters have been integrated into the army, a notoriously ill-disciplined force of roughly 125,000.
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
