President of the ICTY believes all suspects will come to The Hague 
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ZAGREB, June 13-- President of the International Criminal Tribunal for the former Yugoslavia (ICTY) Patrick Robinson on Saturday said in Dubrovnik that he is convinced that all persons suspected of war crimes will end up before the tribunal in The Hague, Croatian media reported. 
 
"I am convinced that all the suspects for war crimes will appear before the court," said Robinson, who on Friday began his first official visit to the region of the former Yugoslavia. 
 
Robinson, who was speaking in costal town at a conference on the impact of the Tribunal on the states of the former Yugoslavia, said that the ICTY contributed to the peace and security of the region and welcomed Croatia's cooperation with the court. 
 
He added that Zagreb proved they can process war criminals as they did with Croatian generals Rahim Ademi and Mirko Norac. Ademi was acquitted while Norac was sentenced to seven years in prison. 
 
Robinson also said he believes that borders will cease to protect suspected war criminals, as was the case with Croatian politician Branimir Glavas who was sentenced to 10 years in prison in Croatia over war crimes and fled to neighboring Bosnia, where he also had citizenship. The two countries do not extradite their nationals. 
 
Robinson will continue his visit to the region in Sarajevo where he will meet with Bosnian officials. 
 
The former Yugoslavia broke up in bloody civil wars of the 1990s. Apart from Slovenia, which is a member of the European Union, all other former Yugoslav republics have expressed an interest in joining the EU, a key condition of which is cooperation with the Hague tribunal.
