Martic to serve prison time in Estonia 
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TALLINN. Estonia, June 26 (Interfax) - Milan Martic, former leader of the self-declared Serb republic of Krajina in Croatia, who has been convicted for war crimes by the International Criminal Tribunal for the Former Yugoslavia (ICTY), has arrived in Estonia, where he will serve prison time. 

Martic, 55, worked in different positions in Krajina in 1991-1995, the Estonian Justice Ministry told Interfax. In 1994, he won the presidential elections in Krajina and worked in that post until 1995, when the Croatian troops took over the region and made it part of Croatia again. 
In 2005, several former deputies of the Krajina parliament formed a "government in exile" which is located in Zemun, not far from Belgrade. 

Martic will be serving his sentence in the prison of the city of Tartu under an agreement between the Estonian government and the UN, Which deals with the enforcement of sentences handed out by ICTY, said Estonian Justice Minister Rein Lang. 

"Because the people of Estonia suffered as a result of crimes against humanity and similar crimes were committed on the territory of Estonia, it is our duty to make our contribution to the exposure and condemnation of such crimes and the punishment of the culprits," said the minister .
