Judge Says Trial of Bosnian Serb Leader Must Start in October 
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The war crimes tribunal in The Hague on Tuesday said that the trial of Radovan Karadzic, the former Bosnian Serb leader, should start Oct. 19 and conclude within 30 months. Mr. Karadzic who was arrested in July 2008 on various charges, including genocide during the Bosnian war, had asked the court for an extra 10 months to prepare his case. But the presiding judge, O-Gon Kwon, who is South Korean, said the trial must begin next month. To expedite the proceedings, the judge also ordered the prosecution to consolidate its case. 
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
