UN's Gaza war crimes probe to screen hearings live 
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GENEVA, June 24 (AP) - A U.N. team investigating alleged war crimes during the Gaza conflict in January says it will broadcast live the hearings it plans to hold with both Palestinian and Israeli victims. 
 
U.N. officials say the team led by veteran war crimes investigator Richard Goldstone will hold the hearings in Gaza City on Sunday and Monday. 
 
Spokeswoman Doune Porter says the hearings will be broadcast and media will be allowed to view them from a separate room. 
 
She said Wednesday that the team also will hold hearings in Geneva on July 6-7 under the same conditions. 
 
The team has been unable to enter Israel because the Jewish state considers the mission to be biased against it. The probe was ordered by the Geneva-based U.N. Human Rights Council, which has a history of criticizing Israel.
