Hearings End in U.N. Inquiry Into Invasion of Gaza
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United Nations war crimes investigators on Tuesday wound up four days of public hearings about Israel’s invasion of the Gaza Strip after taking testimony from Israelis and Palestinians. Richard Goldstone, who is leading the inquiry, said he expected to submit its report to the United Nations Human Rights Council next month. “The aim is to show the human side of suffering and give a voice to victims so they are not lost among statistics,” he said in Geneva.
