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A court issued arrest warrants on Tuesday for 22 Pakistanis accused of masterminding the terrorist siege of Mumbai last November. An Indian prosecutor demanded that Pakistan extradite the suspects, including Hafiz Muhammad Saeed, the founder of the militant group Lashkar-e-Taiba, who was recently released from house arrest by a Pakistani court. Pakistan has said it will try suspects in its own courts.
