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Right 2 Liberty (R2L), a South African (SA) based human rights Non-Governmental and Nonprofit Organization (NGO) that aims to empower South Africans to lead fulfilling lives, with particular emphasis on minority groups and their roles and rights within the national framework. We do this by monitoring and advocating for government compliance with universal human rights standards, especially in view of their economic, civil and social rights, which in turn translates to fairness, social justice and greater access to a better quality of life.

It is with great concern that we’ve taken note of some local groups and organizations advocating for the lowering of the White minority status to that of level 5. The ANC (African National Congress) have not dealt with racism in its ranks decidedly and rather defended and enforced it.  The Eurasia Group group warned of possible political conflict in 2010 due to Populism Ascendant:  “One of the biggest question marks is the fate of suspended firebrand ANC Youth League leader Julius Malema, and a central part of Zuma’s strategy to sideline Malema will be to co-opt at least some of his populist message.” 


This can already be seen as the ANC leader and president of South Africa (Jacob Zuma) himself started singing the genocidal ‘Kill the Boer’ song at the ANC centenary celebrations, in defiance of a court order that bans this particular form of hate speech. (http://allafrica.com/stories/201201110148.html). This is happening at a time when South Africa is at the helm of the UN Security Council as rotating president. We should ask ourselves what message this is sending to the world that we allow this kind of thing to go by, without objecting in the strongest of terms. We can also ask, whether the UN approves of such behavior in its silence over this matter.  

With Zuma now also singing “Kill the Boer” in his position as President, open season has been declared. The arrogance and rise of various other hate speech perpetrators are evident and the safety of Afrikaners need to be secured as a matter of urgency.  The results can be seen in the dramatic increase of murders and attacks since the beginning of the year.


We have reason to believe that the ANC is actively protecting their rogue members and, by doing so, giving ‘implied consent’ to the vicious murders of Afrikaners and Boers in South Africa.  In fact, the youth league leader was found guilty of undermining party leadership and sowing division in party ranks for his criticism of ANC (and South Africa) president Jacob Zuma, as well as bringing the party into disrepute by recklessly denouncing the Botswana government, in conflict with ANC policies.

He was found not guilty on separate charges of inciting hatred and racism. The above incident proves that this organization (ANC) has NO intention of honoring the human rights clauses of our constitution or the Universal Declaration of Human Rights for that matter, that it is in fact actively emulating the Apartheid regime with its racist laws aimed at marginalizing the white minority.

We conducted recent study as a framework to proof that peacetime genocide is in fact already taking place.. Our organization will work toward accumulating valid and reliable data that will prove our argument that the white minority in particular are victims of a slow and deliberate ‘silent genocide’.  

R2L aims to prove that the ANC government has the intent to destroy in whole or in part, the White Minority group as such, by:
· Killing members of the group;
· Farm murders, which have now progressed to communities in towns and cities as well.
· Causing serious bodily or mental harm to members of the group;
· Police intimidation and illegal incarceration of presumed leaders;
· Police intimidation and illegal incarceration of group members;
· Unusually high fines and bail conditions for minor offences;
· Rape of both men and women in police cells;
· High rape incidence - allowed while the state has an obligation in terms of the Human Rights Charter to protect its citizens
· Brutal and torturous attacks The torture not evident in other communities in South Africa.
Deliberately inflicting on the group the conditions of life calculated to bring about its physical destruction in whole or part;
· The abuse of AA and BEE and used as a collective punishment method to relaliate
· Withholding of critical assistance to the most vulnerable in the group
· Deliberate sabotage of NGO assistance to the homeless and vulnerable people
· Promulgating legislation with the aim to marginalize this community through job reservation and deliberate economic exclusion, while the intended legislation do not succeed in the intended aim,
· Creating conditions of severe famine and abject poverty,
· Forcing the community to integrate and assimilate into the dominant culture,
· Threatening violent expropriation of property and nullifying real rights (farms and businesses) without compensation.
Imposing measures intended to prevent births within this group;
· Deliberate and intentional withholding of welfare and government funded programs and assistance to the most vulnerable people in the WM
Forcibly transferring children of the group to another group;
· Deliberately removing children of this community (exposed to violence, abuse and/or neglect) through the courts system and by means of welfare and adoption - and, placing the said children with communities other than the ones they originate from. This is done deliberately to force integration and assimilation, and destroy the cultural values of the white minority and deny them their right to identity.
· Forcing integration of the education system and transferring children from majority communities to displace minorities in schools and regulating access of the latter to the said schools - and by doing so, eradicating mother tongue education as well, in the process.
