Ex-Bosnian Leader May Be Freed Soon
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Biljana Plavsic, the former Bosnian president serving an 11-year prison term in Sweden for crimes against humanity, is to be released early, a United Nations court said Tuesday. The president of the International Criminal Tribunal for the Former Yugoslavia, Patrick Robinson, said Ms. Plavsic “appears to have demonstrated substantial evidence of rehabilitation” and had accepted responsibility for her crimes. Under Swedish law, she becomes eligible for release Oct. 27, after serving two-thirds of her term, though her release date has not been set. The Swedish Justice Ministry said Ms. Plavsic would be released only after a formal approval by Sweden, which could take several weeks.
