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Zimbabwe: 50 People Killed in Political Violence, Opposition Says

More than 50 people have been killed in political violence since the disputed presidential election on March 29 and 25,000 have fled their homes, the opposition leader Morgan Tsvangirai said at a news conference in Harare. Mr. Tsvangirai and his Movement for Democratic Change have accused President Robert Mugabe of carrying out a violent campaign to intimidate the opposition’s supporters, in the hope of avoiding another defeat in the runoff on June 27. Official results showed that Mr. Tsvangirai defeated Mr. Mugabe in March, but not by a wide enough margin to avoid a second round. 
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
