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Zimbabwe: South African Leader to Press for Deal

President Thabo Mbeki of South Africa plans to visit Zimbabwe this weekend to meet with the country’s political rivals, South African officials said Friday, amid signs that the power-sharing talks have moved closer to a deal. The trip by Mr. Mbeki, who mediates the negotiations between President Robert Mugabe and the opposition in Zimbabwe, would follow more than two weeks of discussions in South Africa between representatives of the two sides. Mr. Mbeki intends to meet with Mr. Mugabe and the leader of the opposition Movement for Democratic Change, Morgan Tsvangirai. 
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
