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Zimbabwe: No Action on a Threat

President Robert Mugabe has apparently postponed carrying out his threat to unilaterally appoint a cabinet, a step that would effectively end power-sharing talks with the opposition leader, Morgan Tsvangirai. The state-owned newspaper, The Herald, reported Friday that President Thabo Mbeki of South Africa planned to fly to Harare next week to try to persuade Mr. Tsvangirai to sign a deal that would leave Mr. Mugabe in charge of the government. Mr. Mugabe had said that he would form a government if Mr. Tsvangirai did not agree to his proposal by Thursday. Mr. Tsvangirai has said he will not agree to any settlement unless it gives him the authority to govern Zimbabwe, which has been ravaged by hyperinflation, hunger and joblessness. 
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
